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Fundamental Ideas - Conclusions of some of the chapters

In this newsletter we publish the conclusions of the third and four chapters of the book of
redrafting of Fundamental Ideas.

CHAPTER 3.
THE MENTALITY OF THE CM

CONCLUSION
A. Be aware of the importance

A clear awareness of the importance of the mentality, as the explanatory key of the whole
Movement is fundamental to the life of the CM. The purpose, strategy and method of the CM
can only be understood from the perspective of the mentality.

B. Understand the mentality

On the other hand, it is necessary to keep in mind that the mentality is an immediate
consequence of the specific charism of the CM: The acceptance, commitment and experience
of the charism shapes the mentality, in such a way that the charism and mentality are intimately
connected realities.
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C. Accept the mentality

Like the charism, the mentality has to be welcomed and lived by persons who unite and share
this mentality and make it a reality. It is necessary therefore, to keep a permanent “thinking”
attitude (at personal and community level), reflect constantly and grow in awareness of the
authentic mentality of the CM.

CHAPTER 4.
THE PURPOSE OF THE CM

CONCLUSION

A. The purpose is an expression of the charism

The purpose of the CM is the ultimate expression of its charism. The CM exists to accomplish a
specific evangelising mission in the Church and in the world.

B. The identity of the CM is guaranteed in striving to achieve its purpose

The attainment of the purpose of the CM is what guarantees its true identity. The more persons
and the environments are evangelised according to the method of the CM, the more it will be
the ecclesial movement the Holy Spirit inspired.

C. The purpose shapes the structures and activities in the CM

The purpose shapes all the activities and structures in the CM. Everything should be directed
and established in such a way that the purpose of the CM might be achieved.
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
