To the participants of the 3rd World Ultre.va

I am Sebastian GAYA; I am a priest and I participated in that long ago Cursillo in Majorca in January 1949.

Now with great regret, I must remain at home, afflicted by ailments and the limitations proper to my age. So God wills, may he be blessed.

I cannot stop thinking of that 1st World ULTREYA, which also took place in Rome, in 1966, in which I actively participated. I believe that this one which you are celebrating can be like it - and even better than it - an historical event in the sphere of the Cursillos. This is my prayer to the Lord. With all of you.

In a special way, I will be with you in spirit at the time when the Holy Father will elevate your souls and indicate the way that the Cursillo Movement must travel within the Church. Let us follow scrupulously and fervently the directives that He will give us; let us welcome His words as dictated by the Spirit.

AL DI LA, in our love for man, who only reaches God if he

learns to understand and love in friendship.

AL DI LA, in our apostolic ardour, in our tenacity and spirit of sacrifice, three characteristics that the Holy Father asks of all those who work in the area of new evangelisation.

It is our how; it is the hour of evangelisation; it is the hour of the Cursillos de Cristiandad.
